TEACHER GUIDE

Activity At-A-Glance:

As they make their spring journeys north, migrating birds face many challenges. Traveling over hundreds or
thousands of miles, they need natural “stopover” habitats with ample shelter and food where they can rest and
refuel. Traveling through neighborhoods, towns, and cities, these spots may be scarce. In addition to natural
predators, birds are also at risk from domestic cats and dogs, car collisions, and power lines. One of the
biggest threats to migrating birds is all around us, and it is literally invisible: glass windows. One 2014 study
found that window collisions may claim the lives of up to a billion wild birds each year. Reflective windows just
look like more sky and trees to wild birds; they don’t see these deadly barriers as solid surfaces.

The good news is that there are many things that you and your students can do to help wild birds in their
journeys. This week’s activity pack focuses on just that, encouraging young students to develop empathy for
wild birds and take action to help them by making their (school) yards safer for wild birds. You can assist by
learning more about how to make windows “bird safe” at your school and enlisting your students to design “bird
savers”--decals, window murals, and other devices to prevent window collisions for spring migrants. See our
resource link below for more information.

Take it Outdoors:
Make your school safe for birds by surveying windows and decorating them with “bird savers.”
Materials: Paper, markers, and craft scissors or tempera paint and brushes/sponges.
Take your students outside to do a window survey. Count how many windows are at your school. Which ones
are like shiny mirrors? Which ones let them see inside? If possible, take students out several times
throughout the day to see how their answers may change depending on the time of day, how the sun appears
to move across the sky, and the changing angle of the sunlight. Encourage them to think about which
windows might be most dangerous to wild birds.

With permission and assistance from your school administration and facilities personnel, allow students to
paint designs or murals on the windows with tempera paint. (Tempera paint is long-lasting, but washes off
easily with water.) Alternatively, students can trace their hands on paper, color, and cut them out. Help
students laminate these “stop signs” for birds and place them in windows to stop birds from flying into them.
Note: Your “bird savers” will be more effective on the OUTSIDE of the windows to break up reflections, but
they may be applied inside if windows are not accessible. Please put student safety first.
